Prior to the start of the meeting, Brian Bowe of ASC gave the board members an update on the rezoning application being presented to the Chesterfield County planning commission for the property on the other side of Ashbrook Pkwy.

1st Hearing: Joseph & Vickie Lojek. Landlord for tenant violations at 15301 Winding Ash Dr. Trash cans left out, grass cutting, and wrecked car in driveway. He presented his case, Sue Herr responded with inspection schedule, William addressed the inspection procedures. Pictures will be taken of future grass inspections. Extension was granted for vehicle. It must be properly licensed by Oct. 1, 2010. Grass cutting violations will remain in effect. Motion by Sue Herr to extend time for roof stains to be cured to Oct. 1, 2010. Second by William. Motion carried.

2nd Hearing: Thomas Wash, 7800 Winding Ash Terr. Trash cans left out, and grass cutting, bare spots on the lawn. Claims he has reseeded, fertilized etc. and will address again in the fall. He also claims that he cut grass Wed. A.M. and inspection was Wed. P.M. After some discussion, it was determined there may have been an error and the yard in question was not his. He claims the garbage company missed his house and came back the next day to pick up his trash. Motion by Sue Herr to waive the grass cutting and trash can violations. Second by Don. Motion carried.

3rd Hearing: Sean Williams, 14702 Midship Woods Ct. Contesting grass cutting violations. Don MacQueen addressed, explaining if grass is over 6” tall and unkempt it is written up. He is concerned over appeal process, claims he cuts grass every 1½ weeks. Don claims lawn had seed heads and was over 6” tall. He claims there was no response to his appeal letter. Charles Small explained there was not enough time to schedule a July hearing, so it was scheduled for tonight. There is a motion on the table to research this issue. Motion by Don to uphold the grass cutting violation. Second by William. Motion carried.
