Member voice: Don Heldt questioned the possibility of working with the new development to our south for another tot lot and dog run. Concensus was it may not work well as it would possibly cause over crowding at our existing facilities.

Sue Herr readdressed the possibility of a reduced rate for residents to join Woodlake. No discount available.

Mike Dalton suggested we should have money in B&G budget for hurricane damage. Insurance does not cover. Concensus is we would pay for damages out of general fund.

Gerry Oakley brought up the idea of paying for an independent person to do the inspections in the neighborhood to enforce covenant violations. Charles Small (ACS West) will have some figures of the actual cost for us at October meeting for us to consider that proposal.

There were three residents in attendance questioning the fairness of the various violation notices that have been mailed out. Per previous conversation with Sue Herr, Bill Ruitenberg explained that we were going to ask Don MacQueen, who does most or all of the neighborhood inspections, to prepare an article for the next newsletter outlining the guide lines and criteria he uses when checking for covenant violations in the community. It is hoped this will put an end to the negative criticism going around about the various violation procedures but rather encourage people to fix the violations they have and keep their home and yards in an orderly fashion.

Bill Walton expressed concern with lack of speed limit signs on our roads. He has noticed a lot of cars traveling at excessive speed around his residence. We need to contact VDOT and see if they can put signs up. It was pretty much agreed that Ashbrook Pkwy. and Shady Banks Dr. should be 35 MPH and all of the rest of our roads should be 25 MPH.
