Four Moskovey ducks have become a nuisance.  They are not a protected species and they chase other ducks away.  They were introduced to the lake by a resident as ducklings.  We are considering re-settling them elsewhere. 
Parking of trailers and utility trucks, etc.:

The Commonwealth attorney in Chesterfield has advised that these vehicles cannot be parked in residential streets and the local police have been advised.  It is a covenant violation if parked on property.

Member voice:

A resident wanted clarification of violation and appeal procedures.  They will be sent to him, we approved them earlier at this meeting.  Whenever he called the management company he was referred to Don.  He would like violation letters to state a date and time and a tracking code.  He is requesting a hearing.  Charles will review his record.  A hearing was set for January meeting at 6:30 pm.
A resident requested follow up information on the sidewalk proposed for Shady Banks.  Answer:  it is not for a sidewalk, but for grant monies for a bike and pedestrian path for which the County would request funds.  We are on the list to be considered for next year’s grant application.
Consistency was requested in enforcing covenant violations.  The Board feels we have been consistent.
When will the covenants be on the web?  Answer:  soon and we’ll add the overview and the violations procedure approved tonight as well.
