      Lot; and repave walking path from Willow Walk Dr. to the bridge. We should also at this time reseal the playground parking lot and the Community Center parking lot. There is $35,000.00 in the budget for paving projects this year. We need approval for and additional $3,979.00 to complete our paving projects for this year.

Member voice: Residents Mike Dalton and Frank Foley raised some concern over the cost of repaving the walking paths. After some discussion the board agreed to look further at the path on the corner of Ashbrook Pkwy. & Shady Banks Dr. However, the consensus was that the others were in definite need of repair.

Resident Barbara Walker expressed some concern over the procedures by the board and was upset over a recent letter she received regarding uncut grass at her residence. After some discussion the board tried to address her concerns.

Residents Lillian and Gerald Visser expressed some concern over erosion at their residence due to the School bus loading and unloading on their corner. Board member William Megginson agreed to go over to their residence and try to address the issue.

Resident Stephanie Coppola had some concerns over the election procedure and the procedure for the upcoming annual meeting. After much discussion, the various board members tried to address her concerns. She also expressed her displeasure with the recent handling of a suspicious person issue in the community. After much discussion the board tried to assure her that they were on top of this and reported exactly what the Chesterfield Police had told us to the community.

Resident Frank Foley expressed some concern over the traffic from the new adjoining communities that will be coming through our neighborhood. He wondered if the roads from these communities could be gated so as to prevent the added traffic through Ashbrook. Don MacQueen agreed to make a call to the county  to check out this possibility.
