Member voice: Les Hickory of Twisted Cedar Ct. what the guideline is for grass to be too tall. Don MacQueen explained if it gets too tall and goes to seed, then it is written up. Don further explained that he has researched other communities and we are well within the normal guidelines. Les asked if inspection schedule could be posted in the newsletter. Don agreed and schedule will be posted in upcoming newsletter. Don further explained that Monday has been the normal day for grass inspection but they are changing to Wednesday so that if you are away for the weekend you have a few days to catch up on yard work. Roof inspections will be done yearly. Houses will be inspected for power washing in the spring and fall.

Mike Wash of Winding Ash Terr. wanted to know how things regarding violations are interpreted. He is concerned over cars being parked in the street and trash removal vehicles and emergency vehicles being able to get through. We advised him that it is a police issue. Don MacQueen also commented that it is a county law that you can park in residential neighborhoods.

Jerry Oakley questioned the necessity of spending money to try and restore the walking paths around the west side of the community. Bill Ruitenberg explained that we have allocated funds for it and we will explore first and because they are wetlands back there we will abandon the project if it doesn’t seem viable. Jerry also questioned whether or not we actually own that tract of land. Sue Herr said she has the recorded deeds for the common ground on the east side of the community and will check into the land in question.

Carole Beatty asked about having a leaf pickup in the community. Bill Ruitenberg and Don MacQueen addressed this and B&G Committee will be looking into having Quality Landscape Solutions giving us a proposal for this project.

Les Hickory volunteered to help William Megginson on the community newsletter and will also signed up for the Safety & Security Committee. WELCOME LES!

A resident questioned a recent Warrant of Debt he received, and led to some discussion with the board. The matter will be looked into and hopefully a resolution achieved.
